This division covers all masonry items that exist in the construction effort.  Though there are the occasional interior masonry or aesthetic applications, a good portion of the normal masonry use is for the construction of exterior and interior load bearing walls.  





For exterior walls the thermal design is an important factor in the materials used in the wall construction.  Each layer of material used in the construction of the wall has an inherent thermal resistance (R) factor that relates to its ability to resist the conduction of heat.  The R factors of individual masonry materials can be found in the ASHRAE reference listed below.
