UPCOMING PRIORITIY MEDLOG RELEASE

1. DELIVER TO THE SUPERINTENDENT/DIRECTOR OF MEDICAL LOGISTICS.

2. THISMESSAGE ISINTENDED TO BE A "HEADS-UP*" REGARDING UPCOMING CHANGES
TOWRM PROCESSING.

3. DUETO THE ADDITION OF SEVERAL NEW WRM PROJECTS, HQ SSG/MIM ISIN THE
PROCESS OF PREPARING A PRIORITY RELEASE WHICH WILL ALLOW YOU TO LOAD WRM
FUNDS IN THE PROCUREMENT FUND SUMMARY RECORD (PFSR) BY DETACHMENT CODE
AND 2-POSITION WRM PROJECT CODE. BECAUSE THE PFSR ISCURRENTLY LIMITED TO 26
PROJECTS, THIS RELEASE ISREQUIRED TO INCREASE THE MAXIMUM NUMBER OF
PROJECTS ALLOWED.

A. WE ESTIMATE THAT THISRELEASE WILL BE DISTRIBUTED TO ALL SITESBY MID TO
LATE SEPTEMBER.

B. DURING THE LOAD OF THIS RELEASE, THE PFSR RECORD WILL BE EXPANDED TO
ACCOMMODATE THE DETACHMENT CODE AND A 2-POSITION PROJECT CODE. SINCE END-
