This division covers all door and window applications in the design.  The primary concern in the design decisions of doors and windows in a medical facility is compliance with NFPA 101.  All doors, whether interior or exterior, are to meet certain guidelines for fire protection, latching mechanics, closure control, as well as other important characteristics.  Windows also have requirements for size, location, whether they contain wire mesh or not, and other concerns.  





Further information on these requirements can be found in NFPA 101.  Doors and windows have their pertinent information either on the product or supplied in the manufacturers literature.  Standards for fire doors and windows can be found in NFPA 80.  It is important that all doors and windows used in the construction project be thoroughly inspected for compliance prior to being approved for use.  Further study is encouraged to insure all compliance requirements are known.
